Having taken the first 

spot in the Time Trials Thursday prior to Saturday’s race, top qualifier Sam Berri  

piloted his Class 1500 unlimited buggy to the overall win at the inaugural Best In The 

Desert’s Bilek Racing Silver State “300” in the desert north of Mesquite, Nevada. Berri 

had a small lead most of the day, but drove hard through the scenic, and tough course to 

capture the overall and Class 1500 win.  This was Sam Berri’s first overall win; he 

finished a little less than 3 minutes ahead of second place Chuck Dempsey.
